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Proclamation no 12 /2024

A PROCLAMATION FOR THE URBAN
ADMINISTRATION OF THE CENTRAL ETHIOPIA
REGIONALSTATE

Preamble

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to make
urban centers to have high contribution on
transforming the industrial development of the
region to a higher level being a center of

merchandise, services and market by maintaining a

good governance and ensuring all  rounded
development;
WHEREAS, maintaining active and fair

municipality service, providing and developing
working system with clarity and accountability,
which is compatible with the rapid growth of a
public number of the urban centers found in our
region, has high importance for the enhancement of

development and democracy building;

WHEREAS, it has become necessary to develop

organization  that reinforce  decentralized

administration to ensure participation and the
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benefit of the wurban residents in respect of the
expansion of urbanization, andregarding tothe
criterion of the country urban centers category ,
to revise the criterion of the regional urban centers
grading allocation and to solve the existing
problem of good governance in urban centers;

NOW, THEREFORE, in accordance with the sub
article 3 of article 55 of the revised constitution of

the Central Ethiopia Region State, the following

has been Proclaimed.

CHAPTER ONE

GENERAL PROVISIONS
1. Short Title
This Proclamation may be cited as “The Urban
Administration Proclamation No 12/2024 of the
Central Ethiopia Region State.”
2. Definition
In this Proclamation, unless the context requires,
otherwise;
1. “Constitution”means the Constitution of
the Central Ethiopia Region State”
2. “Region” means the Central Ethiopia
Region ”
3. “Bureau” means the bureau of the urban
development and constraction
4. “Urban Center” means the residential
area with two thousands and more residents
of which more than fifty percent of the
labor forces are engaged in non- agriculture
job fields that is granted with accreditation
as urban center by law.
5. “Sub City” means an entity of a city

structure below the city administration and

above kebeles aims to access urban
cervices to resident people in ragiopolis
city.

“Population Number” means a population
number of the entire urban center resident
found in the area granted with the
accreditation of urban by law and bounded
as urban.

“Category” means grading given to urban
centers on the basis of cumulative result
obtained by urban centers regarding to the
prepared criterion to measure the growth
standard they achieve in by political,
economic and social development activity
process.

“Council of the Urban Center” means
entity of the legislative governmental
power to be established by the public
election in the area bounded as urban
center.

“Ragiopolis city” means an urban level
name given to the selected large cities
that is developing with the surrounding
urban centers being development center
regarding to the enhancement of urban
centers development

“Urban Center Administration” means
an urban center given power and
responsibility bylaw to direct providing of
organized political, economical, and social
development and service.

“Regular Court” means the first instant

court or high court that to be organized in

the urban centers.

“Administrative Court of the Urban
Matters” means the administrative court to
be established in the urban centers to
overtake the urban center issues.
“Municipal services” means urban
connected service to be provided in all
urban centers regarding to solving social,
economic, and environmental problems
and satisfying the need of the urban centers
resident society.

“Mayor’means the chief executive of
urban center that to be elected by the urban
center council and principally directs
andsupervises the urban center political,
economical, and social matters as well as
good governance and the urban center
service activities.

‘Committee of the Mayor” means the
council of urban center administration.
“Manager’” means a leader that to be
appointed to direct the urban center
municipality services.

“Legal

personality” means an

accreditation of institution given to
residence area of the society organized as

urban by this proclamation.

“Kebele of the Urban Center” means a
lower administration organ in the urban
level.

“Zone” means a public organization to be
created to grow all rounded public

participation in the urban centers below
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kebel on the basis of this Proclamation.
“Locality” means an organization of the
public participation to be organized below
the sub region of the urban center kebele
to promote the public development
participation in the urban centers.
“Station” means a public organization to
be organized below a locality to entertain
and promote the public development
participation.

“Council of the Public Analyst” means a
council of residents to be established from
organization of public development
participation in the urban center, sub
region, and locality.

“Executive = Committee” means a
committee to be established by voluntarily
delegated member from the council of
public analysts to perform daily activity in
sub regions of the urban center.

“Rural Service Center” means an area of
the urban touches that accelerate urban
rural relationship being market center by
providing a various services to the area
unbounded to urban center and found under
rural kebeles of the region.

“Boundary of the Urban

Administration” means an area enclosed under
urban center administration and bounded by a
body granted with power.

“Boundary of the Urban Center Plan” means
a boundary of the urban center land usage
which is bounded by a map for a limited plan

year on the basis of the urban center plan.

27. “Social Court” means a judiciary body to be
established in urban Kebele level of the urban
center as necessary.

28. “Person” means a natural person or a juridical

body.
3. Gender Reference
In thisProclamation, any expression in gender
includes feminine gender.
4. Scope of Applicability
This Proclamation shall be applicable in all
urban centers found in the region.

CHAPTER TWO
Category and Accountability

5. Category of the Urban Centers

1. An urban center found in the region may be
allocated by one of the following urban
center categories;

a) Ragiopolis

b) Category one

c) Category two

d) Category three

e) Category four

f) Category five

2. Ragiopolis city shall have sub-city, kebele

administration of the city and organization
of the kebele subdivision.

3. Urban centers from category one upto
category three shall kebele
administration of the urban center and

have

zonalorganization.
4. Urban centers of category four and five

shall have kebele administration of the
urban center.
5. Organization and grading of the urban

center kebele administration shall be
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defined by regulation.

6. Urban centers found in all categories may
have locality, post and the public
development participation organizations
promote  the  public  development
participation. The detail shall be defined by
regulation.

7. The wurban center kebeles found in
ragiopolis and urban centers from category
one up to category five shall be directed by
the kebele administrator and shall have
municipality services and work division as
their standard.

6. Evaluating Criterion for the Categories of
the Urban Centers

1. The urban centers categories and the ruling criteria

shall be defined by regulation.

2. Without prejudice to the provision in this article, the

grading of the urban center of zonal administration
center may be determined by especial consideration

of the regional administrative council.

7. Accountability
The accountability of urban centers shall be to the

urban center resident people based on the level of

the power hierarchy, and

1. The Urban centers from category one upto
category three shall be accountable to the
zone or especial woreda administration they
are found in.

2. Urban centers of category four and five shall
be accountable to the especial woreda or
woreda administration they are found in.

8. Establishment and Accreditation

1.Every community residential area shall be
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able to attain the urban accreditation only
where the bureau establishes it as urban
center and grants accreditation.

2.An urban center accreditation could be
acquired where the bureau determines
based on study by its own initiation or up
on the request of the community.

3.The bureau must respond by completing
study within six months from accepting
application.

4.According to the sub-article 3 of this
article, any unresponded community

residence area may present its appeal to

the principal body.

5.If the foundation place of the community
residence area is on the boundary of the

two woreda administration , the
accountability ~ shall be to =zonal
administration council that the two

woredas accountable to and if it is in the
boundary of two zones or especial
woredas administration , 1ts
accountability shall be determined by the
regional executive council.

9. Aquiring Legal Personality
The community residence area that granted
with accreditation of urban center:-

a) Shall be designated to that name being

a body having its own legal personality.

b) Shall have a legal ability to conclude
contract, to be property owner and to
administer the property, to sue and to
be sued.

10. Cancellation of Legal Personality

1. The urban center legal personality shall be
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cancelled when it is unable to countinou the
given accreditation of legal personality and

unable to persist on completing the urban

criterion;
2. Rights and duties acquired before the
cancellation shall be transferred to the

administration that the urban center accountable

to.

11. Altering Designation of the Urban Center

L.

Altering Designation of urban center shall be
possible where the agreement made by the urban
center residents is accepted by the urban center
council, the administration stage that the urban
center accountable to executive council. The detail
shall be defined by regulation.

The urban centers adjacent may be combined and
called by a common name on the basis of the
residents agreement.

Without prejudice to the expression on the sub-
article 2 of this article the combination of the two
urban centers should be supported by the decision of
administration council that the urban centers
accountable to.

Where the designation is alterd on the basis of sub-
article 1 and 2 of this article the aquired rights and
duties with the former designation shall be

transferred to the new.

12. Urban Centre administrative bodies

1. City administration urbans shall have
different institutions under them;

2. Subject to the provisions of sub-

paragraph 1 of this article, the main

executive offices established by the city

may be organized into offices, services,

units, and similar institutions. List 1is

article, executive offices in cities may be

organized in clusters as needed;

CHAPTER THREE

Powers and Duties of the Urban Centers

13. Powers and Duties of the UrbanCenters

Theurban centers shall have the legislative,
executive and judiciary power on the
matters identified and given to them by this
Proclamation.
Without prejudice to the general provision
of sub -articlel of this Proclamation, the
urban centers shall have powers and duties
indicated blow in detail;

Determine the vision, goal and the duties
as well as the relevant performance
systems; impliment the same provision.
Enact local laws to be consistent with the

country, regional and others laws enacted

by concerned bodies , provide decision on

the matters, maintain and ensure
development and developmental good
governance;

Administer thier own budget on the basis
of the regional law.

Shall determine the urban center income on
the basis of financial law to be issued by
the region government; improve, expand
and collect tax, tariff and the service

payment; invest on the wurban center
development; credit loan when permitted
by the relevant body.

Establisha  sisterly relationship  with

contract on the basis of this Proclamation
and others laws.

Effect the private property situated on the
urban center land, necessary for the public
service, to be for the public service by
paying a reasonable compensation in
advance on the basis of law.

Provide the standardized municipality
services in a way that satisfy the need of
the residents; ensure the provision of the
same.

Overtake the private sector, civic society
and the public development participation to
be grown which in turn reinforce building
the democratic system based on peace and
the ensured security.

Develops and implements programs to
ensure food security and increase economic
capacity in cities.

Prepare and implement the urban center
plan with the collaboration of the
concerned bodies.

Confirm if the wurban center plans,
preparation and implementation take into
consideration at least the 30, 30 and 40
economic principle; the detail shall be
defined by regulation.

Overtake urban centers to be directed by
integrated infrastructure and plan; facilitate

water, electricity, and telephone supply.

with the concerned government bodies; the
detail shall be defined by regulation.
Follow up and ensure if every construction
is built inline with the pertinent law and in
line with the urban center environment,
social security as well as beauty,
constructed following the criteria of the
urban center master plan.

Maintain effort to satisfy the demand of the
house development of the urban center
residents on the basis of the house

development policy of the regional

government; direct and implement the
house development activities.

Develop the urban center land for various
services; supply the developed land,;
administer and organize land connected
information.

Expand the green development, effect the
entertainment and recreation service to be
supplied to the society; develop the system
for handling or disposal of runny or solid
waste; prevent the flood disaster risk.
Perform the urban centers environment
protection activities similar to
afforestation, the soil, and wildanimal’s
conservation; approve if they are
implemented.

Effect the abattoir, ambulance and the fire
brigade force services to be provided;
facilitate and provide the services of stable
settlement.

Develop the modern process system in

which the residential address to be detected
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bb) Follow

casily so as the society obtain various
services without problem.

u) Follow up and approve if the trade
activities practiced in the urban center are
performed according to the government
laws and regulations, and the standardized
products and services are provided to the
beneficent society.

v) Expand investment by creating conducive
condition for the investors.

Affect the tourist attractiveness to be
organized in the urban centers, historical
and traditional heritages to be protected.

X) Overtake quality education to be expanded

in the urban centers.

y) Expand the health care services based on
prevention; approve if the resident society
are protected from various invading and
transmitted diseases.

z) Overtake the youth centers such as sport
practicing places and public library to be
expanded.

aa) Enhance the developmental participation of
the urban residents, strengthen and ensure
especially the participation and benefit of
youths and females; facilitate the condition
in which elderly, handicaps and orphanage
obtain care.

up the participation and

implementation of the urban centers
strategic plan the development programs
and projects.

cc) Modernize the transportations of the urban

center; ensure the provision of fair service
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to the residents.

dd) Ensure if the registration system of the
vital events developed and implemented in
the urban center.

ee) Perform others relevant activates,

3) Administer employees on the basis of the
public service’s law.

4) Every urban center concludes contract in
favorable condition with government,

private sector or charity organization to

provide activates and services listed under

sub-article 2 of this article actively and to

create  organizations of the public
development participation.

5) Each urban center may organize a body
supervise system and regulation; the detail
shall be defined by regulation.

CHAPTER FOUR

Governmental Power Organs in the Urban

Centers

14. Power Organs of the Government in the
Urban Centers
1) In the ragiopolis and urban centers from the

category one up to category three shall have
the following governmental power organs;

a) Council of the urban center,
b) Committee of the mayor,
c) The ordneryCourt

2) The urban centers of categories four and five
shall have the following organs;
a) Council of the kebele urban center,

b) Council of the kebele administration
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¢) Social court,

3) Without prejudice to the sub article 1 and 2

of this article, urban centers may have
administrational court of the urban connected
matters on the basis of article 44 of this

Proclamation.

15. Council of the Urban Center

1.

Election of the urban center council shall be
implemented in accordance with the national
electoral law.

The administrative council of the region shall

determine the number of the urban center

council members based on the size of
population andpolling stations of each urban
center.

Without prejudice to the provision in the sub-

articles 2 of this article:-

a) The administrative council of the region
shall effect up to 30% of the urban center
council seat to be allocated by urban
area nations and nationalities in addition
to the election of the urban region by
discussing with zone or especial woreda
administration council unless the locality
nations or nationalities in the urban center
become the majority .

b) When  electing the  representative

mentioned under sub-article 3a is found

necessary, the urban center may assign to
the council from representatives elected
winning the regional and zonal election

that are neighbors and beingthe nations

and nationalities of the locality.
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c) The delegation mentioned under sub-article
3b

nationalities of the locality become the

1s valid until the nations and

majority or until the administrative
council of the region and the council of
zonal or especial woreda administration
nations and nationalities discuss with to

determine altering the delegation.

16. Powers and Duties of the Urban Center

Council
1.

Shall have powers and responsibilities to
exercise power and duties given to the
urban center on the basis of article 12 of
this Proclamation.

Without prejudice to the general provision
indicated on sub-article 1 of this article,
the council of the urban center shall have

the following powers and duties.

Without prejudice to the power vested on the
council of the region by constitution, shall
issue regulation or directive on the laws
issued by federal and the region on the urban
center connected matters in zone or especial
woreda or woreda when appropriate.

Shall define the income collecting methods
on the identified and given maters by this
Proclamation; ensure if it is collected; retain
necessary adjustment.

Ensure if the wurban center land is
administered on the basis of law.

Appoint mayor of the urban center from the
members of the council.

Appoint deputy mayor of the urban center

and committee members of the mayor based
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on the recommendation of the mayor.
Establish permanent or adhoc committees
believed to be necessary; define the
performance situation of the committees.
Ratify organization and structuring of the
urban center administration on the basis of
the power granted by this Proclamation;
ratify the appointment of the duty leaders

based on the mayor recommendation.

. Appoint the president and the judges of the

administrative court of the urban allied
matters.

Ratify the annual job plan and budget of the
urban center; ensure if they are implemented

appropriately.

Approve the measurement and goals of the
annual job performance to modernize the
management; follow up and evaluate the

implementation.

. Assign authorized auditor, effect the relevant

measure to be taken on the recommendation
of the presented auditor report; follow up the
implementation.

Issue the regulation of the ethics of the
members and others employees of the urban
and ensure the

center, follow up

implementation.

. Ratify discussing on the report presented by

the council.

Ratify the urban plans prepared to the urban
center; follow up the implementation.

Subject mayor and the committee members

of the mayor for enquiry when necessary.
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17. Accountability and working Principles of
the Urban Center Council

1. The wurban center council shall be
accountable to the public.

2. Without prejudice to the provision on the
sub-article 1 of this article, regarding
policies, strategies and the laws
implementation , the revenue collection and
monetary custom shall be accountable to
the people elect them and to the region
government.

3. Terms of the council shall be five years and
shall have regular and extraordinary
meetings; the regular meetings shall be in

three months interval.

4. In every meetings of the council, it shall be
quorum of the meeting when more than two-
third of the entire members are found.

5. In every meetings of the council, the
decision shall be passed when supported by
more than half of the members found in the
meeting.

18. Dissolution of the Urban Center Council
The council of the urban center shall be suspended

inaccordance with the relevant article 62 of the

regional constitution.

19. Structuring the Provisional advisory Council of
the Urban Center

1. When every urban center is decided to be
transformed in to category three may effect to be
directed by provisional council of the urban center
whose members are the members of the council,

elected from the urban center for zone, woreda,
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kebele as well as the job leaders of the institutions
that are established in the urban center and their job
condition related to the urban center job, the public
organization  representatives  and  celebrity
individuals until the council of the urban center is
established by the public election , the detail shall be

defined by regulation.

. Temporary mayor for the urban center, that is newly

determined to be grown to the category three
grading, shall be assigned by the provisional council

of the urban center.

. Temporary advisory council of the urban center may

not issue new laws, repeal or amend the existing
laws except implementing powers and duties
indicated in the sub-article 2 from letter (a) to

letter(o) of the article 15 in this proclamation.

. The urban center that is decided to be transformed

to the category three urban center administration
level by executive council of the region shall have

temporary mayor committee of the urban center.

. The appointment of the temporary mayor committee

members of the urban center administration shall be
ratified by the temporary council of the urban center

based on the mayor recommendations.

. The duty leaders of the institutions, that are

established in the urban center and their job
condition is more connected to the urban job, shall
be the members of the urban center mayor
committee. The detail shall be defined by

regulation.

. The powers and duties of the provisional mayor

committee shall be indicated in sub-article 4 from
letter (b) to letter (i) of article 21 of this

proclamation.

. Concerning powers and duties, the temporary mayor

shall implement duties indicated in sub- article 1
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from (b) to (m) of article 21 in this Proclamation as
well as sub-article 2(a) from (c) to (2¢) and sub-
article 3, 4 and 5 of article 12 in this Proclamation.
The provision for the mayor committee and mayor
in this proclamation shall be implemented on the
temporary mayor committee and the temporary
mayor when appropriate.
10. The accountability, power and duty of the deputy
spokesperson, who shall be appointed by the

spokesperson of the adhoc advisory council, shall be

the pertinent article 19 indicated in this
proclamation.
20. Designation, Powers and Duties of the

Spokesperson and Deputy Spokesperson of
the Urban Center Council

1) The spokesperson and deputy spokesperson of

the urban center council shall be elected from

members of the council and accountable to the
council.

2) Termsof the urban center spokesperson and the

deputy spokesperson shall be the terms of the

council.

3) The spokesperson of the urban center council

shall have the following, powers and duties.

a) Prepares the discussion agendas of the
council and directs meetings;

b) Designs and plans the system in which the
council to be organized in permanent and
adhoc committee when necessary; follows up
the implementation;

c) Presents the recommendation to the council
by evaluating the reports presented by the
permanent and temporary committee; effects
to be determined.

d) Effects the implementation of the disciplinary
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measures on the member.
e) Prepares the capacity building activity plan of
the effects to be

council members;

implemented in collaboration with the

concerned executive members.

f) Effects the council decisions to be
passedtimely to the concerned divisions;
follows up the implementation.

g) Represents the council in the relationships
with the third party.
h) Performs others duties given by the council.

4. Power and duties of the deputy spokesperson of

the urban center council;

a. Duty for in the absence of the chief
spokesperson;
b. Implements others duties that are

separately given by the council.

21. Designation, Accountability and
Terms of theMayor
1. Designation
a) The mayor shall be elected from the
members of the council, and others mayor
committee members shall be appointed by

the recommendation of the mayor.

b) When the regional executive council
decides some seats of the council to be for
the nationalities because of the local
nationalities numbers living in the urban
center is not the majority; the mayor shall
be elected from the members of the locality
nationality council who have potential and
skill that meet the urban center standard.

The shall educational

mayor have

competence necessary to direct the urban
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center, the management potential and skill
as well as public approach a good outlook
shall be free from

and ethics, and

corruption outlook and practice.
2. Accountability
The accountability of the mayor shall be to the
urban center council and to the chief executive
or to the chief administrator.
3. Terms of the Office
Terms of the mayor shall be the terms of the

council.

22. Powers and Duties of the Mayor, Deputy Mayor
and the MayorCommittee

The mayor shall direct the activities, the powers
and duties of the urban center, listed in article 12
of this Proclamation;
b) Without prejudice to the sub-article 1(a) of this
article, the mayor serves being the chief executive
of the urban center administration and chairperson
of the urban center administration council,;
Presents, initiating new ideas concerning the
urban activates, to the council; ensures the
implementation on its approval,
d) Directs principally the government activities
including the security , implementing law and the
emergency time issues;
Effects the appointment of the mayor committee
to be ratified and established by presenting to the
council; follow up the implementation; effects the
deputy mayor to be appointed;
Effects recruiting the municipality service
manager and the appointment to be ratified by

presenting to the council based on management,

performance, and professional efficiency.

Ensures if the services of municipality are
supplied; follow up if the public obtain the
relevant service in relevant manner.

Effects the judges of the wurban touch
administration matters court to be appointed by
the council.

Represents the urban center and concludes
contract concerning the relations the urban center
makes with others bodies.

Prepares the urban center draft budget and causes
to be ratified; follows up the implementation of
the ratified budget.

Prepares the public forum that the report of the
urban activity program, the budget, the finance
implementation, and others related issues are
presented by discussing with the relevant bodies.
Prepares the criterion manual in which the plan is

evaluated; implements upon its approval.

m) Implements others similar activities that are given

by the council.

Deputy Mayor
Deputy Mayor shall exist in urban centers up to
category three when necessary and shall have

the following powers and duties;

a)

Duty for the mayor in his absence;
Shall be accountable to the urban
center mayor;

d) Shall implement others activities given

by the mayor.

Designation of the Mayor Committee

a) The mayor committee members may

be assignment from the council or out

Support the mayor by preparing and
follow up the implementation of the
annual job plan and budget of the
urban center.

Follow up and provide support to

urban administration.

Participate in the aspect of examining
and solving management problems to
be well

solved mutually as as

evaluating the job performance.

Identify the problem of the resident
public in order to settle a good
developmental administration in the

urban center; effect to obtain response;
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follow up the implementation.

f) Follow up and supervise if the

municipality services provided
appropriately to the resident public;
effect to be provided.
g) Initiate new ideas on the condition to
strengthen the potential of the urban
implementation in order to implement
the government policy and fulfill the
need of the resident society; effect the
study to be conducted; follow up and
support the implementation upon its
approval.
h) Each member of the mayor committee
may have executive role in one or more
careers stream.
Provide assignment by approving the
in the

efficiency of the leader

institutions under the municipality.

j) Terms of the mayor committee shall be

the terms of the council.

23. Office of the Municipality Services and the
Urban Sector Organization

The accountabilities of sector organizations , office of

the municipality services, the offices and others service

provider organizations leaders shall be to the mayor and

the mayor committee; their power and responsibility’s
shall be defined by regulation.

Sub-City shall be organized on the basis of sub article 2
and 3 of article 5 in this proclamation and shall have the

following organs.

a) Public advisory Council,

b) Executive committee,

Support for the Urban Centers

48. Support for the Urban Centers
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Without prejudice to the regional government
project focus support to the urban centers shall
maintain developmental support based on
fairness and competition of the urban centers as
much as possible; create conducive condition in
which they develop and grow rapidly as well.

Zonals, especial woreda and woreda
administration shall be expected to provide all
rounded support to establish and enhance their
development by providing the budget and
others supports to all urban centers found under
them as indicated on sub-article 1 of this article.
Without prejudice to sub-article 2 of this
article, zonals, especial woreds and woreda
administrations shall establish urban centers
that are found under them and newly
transferred in to urban center by supporting

with human resource and material.

49. Obligation to Provide Report

Each urban center should present report to the
relevant government bodies found in each level on
the implementation of the development plan,

custom of the budget and audit

50. Freedom of the Urban Centers
Every urban center shall have the right to
implement powers and duties given in this
proclamation which are in line with the

constitution and the constitutional system.

S1. Ensuring Public Participation

1. The urban center residents, civic societies,

and private sectors should facilitate
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meeting to discuss, debate and express
their thought on the annual programs of the
urban cnter, budget draft, ideas, and
implementation of the project, extensional
development of the urban center.

Each resident of the urban center shall have
the right to be a beneficiary of the outcome
and to participate on the development and
issues of a good developmental governance
of the urban center.

Miscellaneous Provisions

55. Power to Issue Regulation and Directive

The executive council of the region may issue
regulation to implement this Proclamation

The bureau may issue directive to implement
this Proclamation and the regulation to be
issued in accordance with sub-article 1 of this

article.

56. Inapplicable and Repealed Laws

Any law and practices prejudice to this Proclamation
shall not be applicable on matters indicated in this
Proclamation.

57. Effective date

This Proclamation shall enter into force up on the date of
its publication in the Negarit Gazeta.
